SUPERVISION OF RESEARCH WORK AND POSTGRADUATE STUDIES

From 2011 to 2013, as the Conference Organizer of the 34" American Indian Workshop: Art of Indians —
Indians of Art, supervising the international conference of the Native American and First Nation Studies
held at the University of Helsinki on May 14—17, 2013. The conference included 75 presentations the total
number of participants being 130.

Since 2014, as the member of organizing committee, supervising the forthcoming (from 28 June to 1 July,
2016) international European Association for the Study of Religions conference titled Relocating Religion,
organized by the Study of Religions at the University of Helsinki in collaboration with the Finnish Society
for the Study of Religion, Comparative Religion at the Abo Akademi University and the Donner Institute,
Turku.

Since 2013, supervising the inventorying, cataloguing, moving and relocating the museum collection of
Enéjirven Maamiesseuran Kyldmuseo in Endjarvi, Kouvola. The museum and its collection was founded in
1955 the main aim to store and document the local traditional rustic material culture and way of life for
future generations. In 2013, the collection and the old granary building in which the collection is stored
were decided to move into the new and more central location. Within the relocating the collection, the
revised museum catalogue was also published. The project with this museum and its collection continues,
the aim being to do research on the meaning of it to the village and local people, and how such a local
museum can strength the identity of Endjarvi village and its habitants.

Supervising four doctoral dissertations. Marika Sandell’s dissertation is dealing with the painted artefacts of
the Alaska Peninsula Alutiig and Dena’ina People within the Russian fur trade. Riitta Korpela’s dissertation

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deals with an African collection of the Museum of Cultures, Helsinki, and the doctoral candidate is making
research on how the functions and meanings of the artefacts have changed over the years when they were

first a part of the original pre-colonial Kuba Kingdom and later became as a part of the Museum collection.
Ville Husgafvel is working with an article-based dissertation dealing with the practise of mindfulness and

Buddhism and the rhetorical interpretations of a meditation tradition in continuity and change. The work is
linked to current discussion within the mindfulness as a part of public institutions. Tea Hardy’s dissertation
deals with the Native Americans in the film adaptions of the contemporary American youth adult literature.

Supervised several BA and MA thesis of Study of Religions on the cultures and religious traditions of the
indigenous peoples of North America, including subjects like indigenous peoples’ experiences on academic
research on them (Maria Palomaa), two spirit identity within Native Americans (Antti Ojanen), Canadian
Mi'kmaq Peoples’ ecological activities (Jaana Valkama), ecology and religious traditions of the Northwest
Coast (Kirsi Haarala), vision traditions within contemporary Lakota societies (Christine Kyllidinen), sand
painting tradition of the Navajo (Riitta Salonen) and the sweat lodge of the Lakota (Panu Kontkanen).

Since one of the main aims of the Finnish Association for American Indian Cultures is to spread matter-of-
fact information on the indigenous peoples of America by publishing activities, in 1997 I suggested to the
board that the Association would start to publish a special scholarly journal on the indigenous peoples of
America. I planned the appearance and contents of the journal and the first issue of KAJO’ journal came out
in the same year. Since that, I have acted as the editor-in-chief of this special journal accounting to its
contents and realization.

The K4.JO'’ journal has two issues per year, and it is the only journal in Finland focused on the indigenous
peoples of America. The content of the KAJO’ journal is based on texts written by experts and scholars
from Finland and abroad, and it has got a standardized position in Finland. My intention is to plan the
contents of every issue to be both current and timeless. To gain this, the journal publishes wider articles
based on research as well as current discusses, reports and reviews about Native American cultures and
history, and the current positions of the indigenous peoples within American societies. The journal also
introduces various activities concerning the American Indians and publishes book and exhibition reviews.
The journal also introduces the activities of the Finnish Association for American Indian Cultures.
